NAZENIN ANSARI -- BIOGRAPHY


Nazenin Ansari is an Iranian born journalist and the Managing Editor of Kayhan--London, a weekly Farsi language newspaper (http://www.kayhanpublishing.uk.com/) distributed internationally. The publication’s writers and contributors come from across the Iranian political spectrum. 
Nazenin received her Bachelor of Arts degree from George Washington University in Public Affairs and Government in 1980, and Master of Arts degree from Georgetown University in International Relations and Comparative Politics (the Soviet Union and the Middle East) in 1983.   She is a member of Chatham House and the International Institute for Strategic Studies.

She serves on the Board of Trustees of Encyclopedia Iranica (http://www.iranica.com/).  She has worked with and been a member of a number of Iranian educational and charitable foundations including Friends of Persian at Cambridge (University), Friends of Persian Language Society, Benefactors of Kahrizak, the Iran Heritage Foundation, the Popli Khalatbari Foundation, the Mihan Foundation, the Persia Educational Foundation and Magic of Persia.  

Elected to the governing Committee of the Foreign Press Association in London in 2002,   she served as President, Vice President and Chairwoman of the FPA Media Awards until 2012. Nazenin was  one of the Judges of the UK Parliamentary Press Gallery Awards since its inception in 2003. The award is presented annually to the journalist who is considered to have made the greatest contribution internationally to the 'protection, promotion and perpetuation of parliamentary democracy'.
Nazenin has been a contributor to BBC World’s Dateline London TV Show and BBC News24, she provides news analysis in relation to Iran on BBC Radio 4 in addition to CNN International, Sky News and Al-Jazeera TV channels. Her commentaries have been published in The Wall Street Journal, International Herald Tribune, The Guardian (Comment Is Free), Fabian Review, openDemocracy, Christian Science Monitor, the New York Sun and the Baltimore Sun.
