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Abstract:

Stone is known as man's first weapon against difficulties and perils of
environment and helped man step into the road of civilization. Stone has had certain
divinity for human beings and created a variety of beliefs throughout the history. In
spite of such importance, itsrole in Iranian beliefs and rites has never been seriously
studied. However, if studied, this sanctity and its roots in history can lead to a better
knowledge of ancient beliefs which to some extent might be forgotten. :
